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Cherry-throated Tanager—seen by all on our first full day of birding, by 7:05 AM—what a way to start off
our 2004 tour!  Reasonably nice weather on the first part of our trip gave way to rather poor weather on
the latter part, but we jovially fought off any dampening of spirits and managed to record about 160
Atlantic Forest endemics, merely a few of which were heard only or seen poorly—a feat virtually
impossible at any other time of year but the austral spring.  In addition we saw a number of endemic taxa
currently treated at the subspecific level and a number of species that have limited ranges, even if they are
not endemic to the Atlantic Forest biome.  Some are endemic as breeders, wintering further north in
Amazonia.  Among a few misses, our biggest were perhaps Black-fronted Piping-Guan (only Rose Ann got a
glimpse), Variable Screech-Owl, and that contemptibly elusive Blue-bellied Parrot!  The most outstanding
experiences (in addition to the Cherry-throated Tanager) were with Red-tailed Parrots copulating at close
range on Ilha Comprida; a Vinaceous Parrot seen from atop the tower near the Hotel Hampel perched in
lovely light and raising its ruff all round its neck; a marvelous look at Solitary Tinamou on its roost some
seven meters above ground; great views of a male and two female Red-billed Curassows on our first
morning at CVRD; an unbelievable performance by a male Frilled Coquette with its crest raised, its frills
extended, at Itatiaia; a Rusty-barred Owl appearing magically after our picnic dinner; fantastic encounters
with the "big five" antshrikes; all six Drymophila beauties; uncommonly fine views of Saw-billed Hermits
and Brazilian Rubys; those Golden-tailed Parrotlets settled (!), the male displaying his gaudy tail to the
female; the Saudades, one poeticizing from its unapparent perch in the mist, the other holding forth in full
sunlight; the truly incomparable Yellow-fronted Woodpeckers; the amazing view we had of Wetland
Tapaculo for the entire group; that Plumbeous Rail emerging from the cattails in full make-up; the lovely
Glaucous-blue Grosbeaks, Saffron-headed Blackbirds, and Black-bellied Seedeaters in the high grasslands;
actually seeing those Chamaezas; repeated views of those fantastic Tangaras throughout the trip; and a
laser-packin' Merlin for half the trip!  But enumerating highlight experiences only brings more to mind,
an inexhaustible pleasure!  Read on through the triplist for more highlights and forgive me for leaving out
any of your favorites.  Among non-avians, frogs, toads, and moths stopped us along the way, as did a lovely
rosy-bellied boa.  Okay, so mammals were poor; but I have to qualify that by noting that the ten
participants on the tour, though not on the triplist, ranked among the highlights for Rose Ann and me!  And
to this end, we celebrated frequently at classy restaurants and even had one meal prepared for us in advance.
Long live the Arararipa, Brazilian hospitality, and birding companies that don't "run a little short"!
